Mr. Rainer stated that he and the Finance Director met with the lowest qualified bidder to see if
an adjustment could be made in the work and/or bid to meet the committee’s funds. There is still
$3,900 more needed to start the project.

Ms. Miller and Ms. Sweeney proposed rules for the dog park and asked the rules be considered
for an ordinance.

Mr. Seveney suggested taking $3,900 from revenues of the Melville Campground.

Mr. Rainer and Mr. Lathrop will work to find where the $3,900 can be found.

Solicitor Gavin will prepare a draft ordinance for the meeting of July 30" and a public hearing
August 22",

OB 2 - PUBLIC HEARING: Proposed Amendment to Chapter 257 of the Portsmouth Town
Code — Noise Ordinance 8§257-18 Sound Variances, Section C. / K. Gavin

a. Objection to the Proposed Amendment to the Noise Ordinance. / Mr. & Mrs. Tarney
Waring

In response to Mr. Seveney’s question if doing this would make it consistent with how a variance
works, Mr. Gavin stated that there is no fee for a Board of Review variance.

Adam Thayer, Esq., representing Bill’s Sales, stated that the noise ordinance was developed
because in the past the police were having an issue with the bars and restaurants in Island Park.
The ordinance is identical to what was instituted in neighboring towns in that time period.
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In response to Ms. Pedro asking why the wording has a $50 per day fee, Mr. Gavin stated that
was just how it was written.

Mr. Gavin stated that in zoning variance requests, the application fee is to cover the cost of staff
time to prepare the variance.

Mr. Aguiar stated that the Council will still have control over noise variances.

President Hamilton stated he feels the fee should cover the administrative costs.

Tarney Waring, Crossing Court stated that you don’t renew zoning variances because it is a
permanent change. He said that the fees for variances would go to help fund additional police

officers to assist in protecting the public from noise disturbances.

Mr. Gavin stated that the Town Planner had recommended some time back that the fee be
removed from the ordinance.

Mr. Waring stated that there should be a fee.
Mr. Seveney stated that this is a fine and a fine should be adjudicated in Municipal Court.

President Hamilton stated it should be subject to a $100 application fee and an amount to cover
the time of the Clerk’s office to prepare the paperwork and advertising.

Mr. Hamilton responded yes to Nancy Howard asking if there is a fine for a noise violation.

Solicitor Gavin answered the Town Clerk’s question that a noise variance does not need to be
recorded in Land Evidence, it should follow the business not the land.

A motion by Ms. Pedro, seconded by Mr. Seveney, to close the public hearing. All voted in
favor of the motion.

A motion by Mr. Robicheau, seconded by Mr. Seveney, to change the language to read: «...
subject to an application fee of $100 and an amount sufficient to cover the cost of
advertising ...” All voted in favor of the motion.

(Resolution of the Town Council adopted July 11, 2016)

“Shall the Town Clerk be an appointed position?” (Amends Art. V, Sec. 501)
IF APPROVED THIS AMENDMENT WILL TAKE EFFECT ON NOVEMBER 6, 2018.

CURRENT CHARTER WORDING:
501. Town Clerk. There shall be a Town Clerk who shall be a qualified elector. He/She shall be elected
at the biennial election pursuant to provisions of state law. His/Her duties and prerogatives shall be
those defined by statute. (Adopted November 7, 1972; eff. Date July 1, 1975.)

PROPOSED AMENDED CHARTER WORDING:

501. Town Clerk. There shall be a Town Clerk who shall be appointed by the Town Administrator with
approval by the Town Council. The Town Clerk shall serve as department head for the office of the
Town Clerk. The duties and prerogatives of the Town Clerk shall be those defined by statute, together
with such additional duties as may be assigned by the Town Administrator.
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BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Registrar of Voters and the Board of Canvassers be and are hereby
instructed to forward a true copy of said ballot questions to the Secretary of State in accordance with
State law.

This matter was heard before the Portsmouth Town Council on June 20, 2016, on the
application of The Narragansett Electric Company d/b/a National Grid (“National Grid” or the
“Applicant”) for a sound variance pursuant to § 257-18 of the Portsmouth Noise Abatement
Ordinance, Chapter 257 of the Town of Portsmouth Code of Ordinances (“Noise Ordinance”).

Applicant was represented by George W. Watson, 111, Esquire of the firm Robinson &
Cole LLP. Council members participating in the hearing were President Keith E. Hamilton, Vice
President James A. Seveney, Kevin M. Aguiar, Elizabeth A. Pedro and Joseph W. Robicheau.
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It was noted that the Rhode Island Energy Facility Siting Board (“EFSB”), pursuant to R.1. Gen.
Laws § 42-9-8 of the Energy Facility Siting Act (R.1. Gen. Laws Chapter 42-98), has designated
the Portsmouth Town Council as a local agency to render an advisory opinion as to whether
National Grid should be granted a sound variance for construction-related noise that
may be generated in connection with Narragansett’s application to the EFSB to construct the
Aquidneck Island Reliability Project (“AIRP” or the “project”), EFSB Docket No. SB-2016-01.
The project is considered a major energy facility and, therefore, it is subject to the jurisdiction

and authority of the EFSB.

The Council heard the presentation of Mr. Watson and testimony of Endrit Fiku, National
Grid’s lead Project Manager, and Daniel Mclntyre, P.E., Civil/Structural Engineering for
National Grid.

Mr. Fiku explained that the AIRP is a set of projects aimed at improving the reliability of
the electrical system on Aquidneck Island. The current infrastructure is 50-60 years old and
obsolete. The project will include the rebuild and upgrade of the existing 61 and 62 transmission
lines (the “61 and 62 Lines”) from 69 kV to 115 kV, the construction of a new Jepson Substation
to be located on the west side of Jepson Lane in Middletown, and the retirement and removal of
the existing Jepson Substation located at 500 Jepson Lane, on the east side of Jepson Lane in
Portsmouth. The 61 and 62 Lines will be rebuilt and upgraded along the existing right-of-way
(“ROW?”) beginning at the Dexter Substation located off Freeborn Street in Portsmouth and

ending at the new Jepson Substation, a distance of approximately 4.5 miles. The Dexter

Substation will be modified to accommodate the upgraded lines and there will be temporary line

relocations along the project during construction. There are 69 existing wood structures (44 2-

pole structures and 25 3-pole structures), which will be replaced by 92 new steel single structures
and 1 new double circuit single pole steel structure at the existing Jepson Substation. The

existing wood structures are 45 to 65 feet tall. The new steel structures will be 86 to 96 feet tall.
The project will improve the reliability of the transmission system on Aquidneck Island by
increasing the loading capacity of the system, and allow National Grid to meet increase and

growing demand for service. The project is expected to general additional aggregate tax revenue

of $532,000 to the Town of Portsmouth between 2017 and 2022.

It was noted that 8§ 257-13 of the Noise Ordinance limits construction and demolition activities to
between the hours of 7:00 a.m. and 9:00 p.m. each day. Mr. Fiku and Mr. McIntyre explained
that National Grid anticipates the normal project work hours will be 40 hours per week, with
either four 10-hour days or five 8-hour days. The normal work day will begin at 7:00 a.m. and
end at either 3:00 or 5:00 p.m., depending on the contractor’s preference. The entire project is
expected to be completed with 30 months after construction begins. The work will be done in
phases. Mr. Fiku and Mr. Mclntyre explained that certain work tasks, such as pouring
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concrete, installing transformers, and stringing wire (and related activities) must be
completed once started and will require extended work hours. The types of work, required
equipment and materials, typical sound levels, and estimated durations of the work activities
were outlined in the document entitled “Construction Practices and Equipment” for the project,
which was submitted as part of the National Grid’s application.

Mr. Fiku and Mr. Mclntyre stated that the project will exceed the construction hour
limitation only when necessary to complete discrete construction activities and not on a
continuous basis. They answered several questions from the Council and from members of the
public concerning the project and specific types of construction activities and the sequences,
durations and sound levels generated from such work. Mr. Mclntyre stated that the loudest
construction activities during the project would be caisson drilling and vegetation management.
Council members expressed concern over the vagueness of the request for extended work hours
and the lack of specific details. Mr. Fiku and Mr. Mclintyre explained that it is impossible to be
more specific at this time, and it is not feasible to seek variances during the project while
construction activities are in progress and ongoing. They explained the various community
outreach efforts that National Grid has been engaged in, and how it will endeavor to inform and
communicate with the public and abutting residents during the course of the project. Mr. Fiku
stated that National Grid planned to work closely with abutters to provide advance notice of
upcoming construction activities to be performed near their homes.

Upon closing the hearing, the Council then considered National Grid’s application for a
sound variance. The Council balanced the hardship to the Applicant and the community if the
sound variance were to be denied for the project, against the potential adverse impact on the
health, safety and welfare of the affected abutters and properties if the variance were to be
granted.

The Council voted unanimously to approve National Grid’s application for a sound
variance, subject to the following conditions:

1. All construction activity shall generally be performed between the hours of 7:00 a.m.
and 9:00 p.m. in accordance with § 257-13 of the Noise Ordinance;

2. Inthe event that any construction activity needs to be extended to take place after
9:00 p.m. on any given day, National Grid shall give the Town Administrator, the

Police Chief, the Fire Chief, and any affected abutters advance notice of at least 72
hours, if practicable;

3. There shall be no drilling of rock after 9:00 p.m.; and
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4. There shall be no cutting of vegetation after 5:00 p.m.

Accordingly, the Council hereby renders its advisory opinion, that National Grid’s
application for a sound variance be granted, subject to the conditions stated herein.

OB 1 - Update — Prudence Island Roadway Improvement Project. / J. Pisano, VHB & B.
Woodhead

Deputy Director of Public Works Brian Woodhead stated that eight contractors attended the pre-
bid conference, five bids were received. A November 2016 completion date is anticipated.

The following concerns of Prudence Island residents were addressed by Brian Woodhead (BW),
Deputy Public Works Director and James Pisano (JP) of VHB:

Dave Cooley, 0458 Narragansett Road, asked about speed control measures.
JP - No speed bumps, but the roadway will be a bit narrower to control traffic.
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Ed Aldrich, 0306 Narragansett, suggested temporary removable speed bumps.
BW — These would be difficult for emergency services transport.

Richard Loughlin, 01002 Narragansett Ave, asked about the guardrail material.
JP - Wood.

Robin Webber, 0119 Hillside Rd, inquired about the low lying area (Mill Creek) could you raise
the road bed and have better sized culverts?

JP - This was not part of the plan.

President Hamilton stated that they are raising the center of the road so there will be better
drainage. Bids were from Broadway to Rocky.

BW - Bids were from $2.1 million to $4.5 million.

Richard Loughlin, 01002 Narragansett Ave, can you do a real cut and patch to areas?

Richard Homan, 0363 Narragansett Ave, Broadway Hill impassible in winter and spring
JP - This was not part of the plan.

Doug Brown, 25 Bay Ave, understood it was part of plan. Broadway Hill is the worst part of the
Island, also Narragansett near Ann.

President Hamilton, is it possible to take off 100 feet of Narragansett and add that area?

Sue Messina, 094 CIiff Rd, last meeting here this was all discussed and Broadway Hill was part
of project.

Eugene Cardin, 0796 Narragansett Ave, will the Prudence Island Water Dept. work be done
before this? Can there be a drain at the bottom of every street?
BW — They will be re-grading the road properly.

William Silvia, 0341 Mt Pleasant Ave, asked specifically what the process was to pave the roads.
BW - There is “value engineering” they have to meet 95% compaction.

JP - They are doing a full depth reconstruction of the roadway with a new gravel base and paving
on top.

Joe Fertitta, 34 Cliff Road, who makes the decision on how to go?
BW - The Town and VHB decide. The findings will be presented to the Town Council at the
August 22" meeting.

Ken Garlick, 0671 Broadway, both ends of Broadway have an issue, West and East sides. Will
there be a penalty for not completing the project? -
BW - a per day penalty.
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Ed Aldrich, do you anticipate complete road closures? Requesting signage at each end.
BW — a message sign is not in the contract. Perhaps a detour sign can be arranged. There will
be flaggers and police.

Karen Stevenson, 0542 Narragansett Ave, communication with the ferry — concerns about delays
when trying to get to the ferry.

Carter Cooley, 0470 Narragansett Ave, procedures to supervise and manage work.
President Hamilton stated that Mr. Woodhead will be there to oversee the work.
JP - There will be spot checks on drainage, compaction tests and tests on the amount of

pavement.

Finance Director/Deputy Town Administrator James Lathrop stated there is $2.3 million left of
the money approved. A 10% contingency will be proposed to the Town Council.

Dave Cooley, 0458 Narragansett Ave, restrictions for driveways while work is being done.
There will be no working on weekends and the Town’s website will have a schedule in PDF.
Judy Little, 048 Providence Avenue, requested advance notice of detours.

Robin Webber, suggested using Code Red (reverse 911) to alert residents of detours and work.
Ms. Pedro asked if they should vote for changes.

President Hamilton stated they have to open the bids first.

It was suggested to make the road near the church to the PIA two ways during construction.
Peter O’Hannion asked the Council to invest the extra money and get it done right.

OB 2 - Update/Discussion - Internet Service Access on Prudence Island. / E. Aldrich & R.
Rainer

Ed Aldrich suggested alternative technologies and vendors. He had previously surveyed
residents to gauge their interest. He asked for a commitment from the Town Council. He will
provide the Council a copy of his report from Axiom to place on the Town’s website.
President Hamilton stated the Council will possibly be looking at an RFP.

Ms. Pedro requested the results from the survey Mr. Aldrich conducted.
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Mr. Aldrich stated his survey showed that 125 residents want internet of which 60 to 70 are
seasonal residents. He stated that there are 425 houses on the Island.

Ms. Pedro stated that the Town is not going to be in the internet business.

Ann Deschamps, 16 Alta Vista Road, asked if it will cost the taxpayers and what if you do not
want it.

President Hamilton stated there would be no cost to taxpayers and one does not have to have it.
Mr. Rainer stated that he has tried to get big internet providers involved but it won’t happen.
wide spread broadband is not even on Aquidneck Island. The Town departments and Schools
are hooked up to OSHEAN. They will have to look into the price of bandwidth and equipment.
They will be looking into grants to help this happen. It only works if enough people use it. The
goal is to make it close to costs. Aquidneck Island people pay for their internet.

Ms. Aldrich stated that grant money would enhance the public safety’s performance.

Mr. Rainer stated that the reality is that it will probably cost $100 per month.

Ms. Pedro stated that a tower would have to be built on Prudence.

Mr. Aguiar asked if we build it will they come?

Mr. Seveney asked if the next step was an RFP.

Mr. Aldrich stated he feels there are 125 full time residents.

A motion by Mr. Seveney, seconded by Ms. Pedro, to have Town staff prepare an RFP. All
voted in favor of the maotion.

OB 3 - Update — Waste Oil Disposal. / B. Woodhead
Deputy Public Works Director Brian Woodhead provided an update including projected costs.

Bob Marshall said he estimated that once the used oil that has been stockpiled on Prudence
Island is removed, additional trips to remove the oil would occur once a year at most.

Mr. Gleason suggested burning the oil in the manner used by many auto repair shops.

Questions followed about disposal of other hazardous waste and whether an approved vendor
could remove it all.
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President Hamilton said he would contact RIREC for information.

It was noted that the oil would have to be filtered before it is burned.

Jean Carden spoke on vertically integrated burners.

Judi Staven suggested the Town look into the OSKAR program with DEM.

It was stated that there is a need for more recycling bins for cardboard.

The Council next heard additional Prudence Island business: New Business 1 and 3.

NB 1 - Request Approval to Form an Exploratory Committee to Consider Investing in a
Ferry Terminal in the Town of Portsmouth. / R. Masse

President Hamilton stated that many residents of Prudence Island wish to keep the ferry landing
in Bristol because of the services there. The Robin Rug business is willing to rent parking
spaces.

It was asked what happens if Bristol cancels the lease for the ferry dock.

Mr. Seveney stated that this is a business opportunity for Bristol.

The town should explore an alternate location.

Mr. Seveney suggested a committee to explore options and review them with the Town Planner.
But we don’t want to give Bristol the idea we are moving.

Janet Brown, 025 Bay Ave, stated that the lot across from the ferry is closed because Robin Rug
business upped his rates for Bristol.
