TOWN ADMINISTRATOR’S REPORT
1.  Short Term Rental Compliance RFP update – Responses to the Town’s Short-Term Rental Compliance RFP were due February 28th. Four proposals were submitted from the following firms:
LTAS Technologies, PROCHAMPS, Host Compliance, and LODGINGRevs. We are in the process of reviewing the submissions and will work towards a recommendation for the Council at the next meeting.
2.  Glen Manor House roof leak – Unfortunately, the roof of the old Elmhurst School wing attached to the Glen Manor House developed a leak during the last snow storm. Our DPW and Facilities Directors have been working with the managers of the house to mitigate the effects of the leak and mitigate further damage. A claim has been filed with the Town’s insurer and bids are being gathered for a new roof.
3.  Update on snow removal operations – Regarding this year’s DPW Winter Operations:	There have been 11 snow events and 21 inches of snow so far this season. The cost for winter operations have totaled $132,478: $73,241 for snow materials; $58,561 for overtime;	and $675 for contractor support. We are $36,522 under budget.
4.  Police building construction report – Since the last report, a temporary Certificate of Use and Occupancy has been issued, pending of exterior egress/ingress elements. We have received two additional change orders (14 and 15). Total amount of change orders amounts to $444,946. That brings the total project to $10,097,394. Approx. $97,000 remains in contingency. Police have been moving in over the last week. Building Training ongoing today and tomorrow. Systems have been tested and are all operational. 	Anticipate closing the old building this Wednesday – followed by demolition soon thereafter. Dedication ceremony to be held at 9:00 on Friday, May 31st.

There was also $530,308 that is included the total nonspendable fund balance on page 30.
               
	c.  Request discussion of the Council directed transfer of $220,000 from FY 2017–2018
         	     surplus funds to the Police Station Construction Project. – At the December 10, 2018 meeting it was requested to take $220,000 from the $330,000 surplus. This is not reflected in the June 30, 2018 audit. It will be included in the June 30, 2019 audit. The actual amount transferred was $203,000.
