HURRICANE SEASON STORM THREATS

Tropical cyclones are among nature’s most powerful and de-
structive forces. The Atlantic hurricane season (June 1 to No-
vember 30) is a time for all Portsmouth residents to pay special
attention to these intense storms impacting our community.
Tropical storm and/or hurricane landfall can bring severe prop-
erty damage from high winds, storm surge, torrential rain, light-
ening, and even tornados. After the storm, basic services may
be cut off for days and rescue personnel may not be able to
reach everyone right away. Knowing what to do before, during
and after a severe storm is essential for the protection and well-
being of Portsmouth’s citizens.

Before the Storm.....

* Determine safe evacuation routes from your home to safe
inland locations.

* Maintain a list of emergency contact information. (See the
back of this pamphlet.)

* Learn the location of the Red Cross Emergency Shelter and/
?hr prﬁ-arrange plans with friends and family to shelter in
eir home.

*  Make emergenc&lé)lans for your pets! Pets are not al-
lowed at the Red Cross shelter. The Potter Shelter is the
approved shelter for animals or make plans to bring them
with you to stay with friends or family.

* Create a family emergency plan so all family members can
stay in touch and know what to do in the event of a severe
storm.

* Check all emergency equipment such as flashlights, genera-
tors, battery-powered radios, weather radio and cell phones.
Stock up on batteries and extra fuel.

* Stock up on at least a 3-day supply of non-perishable food,
drinking water, and medications.

* Have on hand a basic first aid kit.

* Ensure that you have a supply of plywood and other materi- .

als to protect your home.

* Keep all rain gutters and downspouts unclogged and free-
running.

* Keep trees and shrubbery trimmed to lessen the danger of
flying debris.

* Review your insurance policy and assemble all important
documents in one place for safe keeping.

* If you own a boat, have a pre-arranged plan for its safety
and security.

* Residents requiring special assistance or life-support
systems in an emergency should contact the Ports-
mouth Fire Department at 401-683-1200.

EVACUATION
You should plan to evacuate if.....

* You do not feel safe weathering a severe storm where you
are.

* You live in a mobile or manufactured home.

* You live in Island Park, The Hummocks or Common
Fence Point. (See map below right.)

* You live on the shoreline or in any low-lying area of town.
Ask the Portsmouth Fire Department if you are unsure.

When to evacuate - How you will be notified.....

A Voluntary or Mandatory Evacuation issued by local authorities

should be taken seriously and followed immediately. You will

be notified by:
* Local TV and radio news media.

* CodeRed telephone notification.

* The Town EMA facebook—Portsmouth Emergency or
website — http://www.portsmouthemergency.com.

* Temporary signage placed at strategic locations
throughout Town.

The primary Red Cross Emergency Shelter for Portsmouth
is the Gaudet Middle School in Middletown, RI. (See map at
right.) A secondary shelter may be opened at the Portsmouth
Middle School, 125 Jepson Ln, Portsmouth, if necessary.

Evacuation routes include all main roads in town. Be aware
that evacuation signage is placed in order to lead citizens away
from coastal areas and towards safe inland locations and not
necessarily toward the Red Cross Emergency Shelter.

After the Storm.....

* Keep listening to local radio and TV or your NOAA weather
radio for current information. Web resources and social
media contacts are also a great way to stay informed.

* If you must travel, do not enter an area or return home
until it is declared safe to do so.

* Watch for flooded or closed roads. Barricades and warn-
ing signs are there for your protection.

* Avoid all damaged or downed power lines. Report
downed lines to the Portsmouth Police Department.

* Report downed trees and limbs in the public right-of-way to
the Portsmouth DPW.

* Once home, check gas, water and electrical service and all
appliances for damage.

* |If the power is off, make sure all electrical appliances are
turned off in case the power comes back on unexpectedly.

* Take care in cleaning up downed trees and other storm
debris. Check with Town Hall on current transfer station
and tree and limb removal policies.
